The painting actually started about
twenty years ago with the mites wiping out a huge percentage of hive
populations. Then even more recently the widely publicized Africanized
Honey Bee which has established much of Florida as their territory. Toss
Colony Collapse Disorder into the painting and the future of beekeeping
may appear to be growing dim. Adding to the picture, government
regulation and fees, anti-beekeeping ordinances, public fear of bees, all
make it difficult to recruit the next generation of young, fresh, new
beekeepers into the hobby and/or industry who are the future of
beekeeping. All this at a time when economy is less than perfect,
population is high, and the need for pollination of fruits and vegetables is
of high importance.

It is evident that something has to change to brighten the future of
beekeeping, whatever we are doing may require more thought... even re-
thinking. Conditions have changed; things are no longer as they once
were. Methods that once proved to work well, may no longer work as
well. It is time for small and large beekeepers to not point fingers, but
instead to unite to engage in “Beekeeping for our Future” to paint it
bright.

We may have to consider, with open minds, alternative methods of
beekeeping. We may need to spend more time with media and local
government to change the focus from fear of bees to the need for bees,
including a push for more bee-friendly regulations, less financial start-up
burdens, and fewer restrictions for those desiring to begin managing
gentle bees even in backyard, residential, and urban settings.

This convention goal is to peak, stir, and revive interest in the craft of
beekeeping... even the exploration of once controversial, alternative
ideas, paint again the bright picture, increase public awareness of the
need for bees and beekeepers throughout their community, dispel myths
and fears which label all bees as the scary bees and which have resulted
in unnecessary restrictions on beekeeping, show other ways that bees
and products of the hive that are interesting, beneficial, fun, and
profitable.
